The Office of Environmental Services also wishes to inform you that we can inspect 
some wells for damage and also provide some information on well service assistance 
from I.H.S.  OES can also test the water for total coliform, a bacteria that may indicate 
a compromised well and the presence of e.coli that is a serious threat for drinking water.
