on their titles to the next chosen
win.

Jamie Barse, a Sac and Fox
Tribal member also served as the
first Miss Indian Oklahoma City
from 1992-1994.

Kaylon is of the Sac and Fox,
Kickapoo, Meskwaki, Iowa,
Otoe, and Seminole tribes. She
belongs to the Bear clan. Her
Indian name is Nah-ke-ka-mo-
quah. It means “Little Bear
following along a trail of water.”

Kaylon had the privilege
to serve as Little Miss Indian
Oklahoma City in 2007-2008,
and also the Central Oklahoma

Tribal Society Princess in 2008-
2009. In 2009-2010, Kaylon was
Little Miss Sac & Fox Nation.

Kaylon is the 14-year-old
daughter of Corene Scott and Eric
Wood. Kaylon has an older sister
named Nicole. Her maternal
grandmother is Norma Jean
Scott. Her paternal grandparents
are Louise Big Soldier and the
late Freeland Wood Jr.
