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New Sac and Fox Nation Pool Becoming A Reality

Wallace Pools and Spas, Inc. out of Tulsa, Oklahoma was recently awarded the contract to build a new state-of-the-art swimming pool for the Sac and Fox Nation.  The 
3,814 sq. ft. will hold approximately 140,000 gallons of water and will be 75 feet long x 54 feet wide.  The pool depth range will be from 6” to 8 1/2’ deep.  There will be a beach 
entry at the shallow end.  It will have a pebble FINA pool finish, which is far superior to all other plaster finishes.  The pool will have two water slides, one diving board, two lifeguard 
towers, a 5’ high fence around the swimming area and a 4’ section fence to separate kiddie pool area.  The fence will include self locking gates.  The pool cabana, which is 50’ long x 
20’ wide, will have a stucco and stacked stone exterior, snack bar in the center, with men and women’s showers and restrooms on each side.  The new facility will be located northwest 
of the library.  Construction is scheduled to begin soon and should be completed mid-summer, weather permitting. Funding for the new pool is from the Fiscal Year 2011, Governing 
Council approved RAP Budget Resolution SF/GC-11-03.

SF/GC-11-03. Don Wilson Backhoe 
Service from Cushing will be doing the 
construction.
